Maat participated in a number of informal
consultations on draft resolutions that were put
forward during the 55th session of the Council,
most notably: preventing genocide, promoting
a culture of peace, preventing torture and other
forms of cruel treatment, and the rights of persons
belonging to national, ethnic, religious or linguistic
minorities, and adequate housing as an element of
the right to an adequate standard of living.
